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CHAPTER NO. 1
SALIENT FEATURES OF HAKRA DIVISION 
LOCATION.

River Sutlej flows at a distance of 70 Km (approx) on the north side from head of Hakra Branch. The flood water hardly hits Hakra Branch System directly. During 1988, an unprecedented flood was experienced in river Sutlej which entered Hakra Branch through Estern Sadiqia Canal. The excessive flood water damaged the prism of the Branch & over topped the banks at several places. The damages so caused were restored under 1988 flood damages restoration project.


River Ghagra from India enters into Pakistan territory in between border pillars No. 364 to 367. Following bunds are located within the vicinity of Fortabbas area. The responsibility to maintain and upkeep lies with Sub Divisional Officer Fortabbas Sub Division of Hakra Division. The protection bunds which were built around the vicinity of Fortabbas town are in the old bed of Ghagra River.

Hakra Division Bahawalnagar mainly consists of Hakra Branch RD: 0-Tail             (RD: 286920) and it has off-taking channels i.e. Distributaries, Minors & Sub Minors. Hakra Branch, a part of Sutlej Valley Canal Project & off takes from Eastern Sadiqia Canal at Jalwala head regulator. It irrigates vast fertile area of Tehsil Bahawalnagar, Haroonabad & Fortabbas of Bahawalnagar District. Tail reach comes across unpredictable Ghagra River.
